Disappointment with politics, heavily widespread among the youth of Central

Europe. The number of skeptics among young people in relation to politics is

significant. According to results of recent public opinion pools among young

people from V4 countries, 82% to 72% of respondents think that politicians don't

really care about them and politics needs new faces. The mgjority of young

people is convinced that “ political parties are the same” and “ youth don't have a

@ power to significantly influence political decisions”. Young people do not share
the belief that their opinion is considered as important by their representatives.
Involvement in the student councils or municipal youth council is significantly

lower In V4 countries than in western Europe.
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Initiative You(TH) Decidel reacts to this situation with the aim to enhance civic
engagement and to raise awareness about the importance of participation in civic

life among youth from V4 countries, by mobilizing active youngsters and \ /
developing their sense of Initiative.

You(TH) Decidel involves experts together with local political representatives and
decision-makers. Experiential learning and non-formal education methods will
provide youth with personal experience on how important Is their participation in
those processes and what impact it might cause.
